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Do please check with your English Department when recommending lists of books for NCEA Levels 2 and 3. 

These standards are currently being adjusted and revised and some books mentioned on all lists both on and off the wiki may not be of high enough levels.

Addiction - fiction suitable for senior students; theme studies. 

Afterlife -

Ageism - fiction in respect of prejudice against elderly but also prejudice of any singled out age group

Altruism/Risking self to help others - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Ambition and Realising ambition - titles suitable for Level 1 and senior students' theme studies.

Apocalyptic - fiction suitable for senior students'theme studies.

Beauty or Ugliness - titles suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Belonging - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Betrayal - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Between two worlds - fiction suitable for junior students where characters move from one world to another.

Black Civil Rights fiction - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Challenges/obstacles facing women - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Characters who inspire - fiction and biographies suitable for theme studies with inspiring characters/people.

Characters who reinvent themselves - fiction and biographies

Childhood innocence - fiction and some biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Communes - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Conformity - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Corruption - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Courage - fiction and non-fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Cultural Perspectives - fiction and non-fiction suitable for Year 11, 12 and 13

Cultural prejudice against women - fiction and biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Dangers of apathy - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies based on the quotation “All that is necessary for the triumph of evil is that good men do nothing” – Edmund Burke

Deception - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Deterioration of society - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Disability - biographies, fiction and non-fiction on coping with various types of disability.

Discrimination and Prejudice - biographies, fiction and non-fiction.

Displacement - fiction covering WWII and other wars or conflict resulting in displacement of people.

Domestic violence - fiction and some biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Dysfunctional families - fiction, including short stories suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Dystopia - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Eating disorders - fiction and some biographies, poetry and drama suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Epistolatory stories - a novel written as a series of documents. The usual form is letters, although diary entries, newspaper clippings and other documents are sometimes used.

Euthanasia - suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Evil as woman - mainly fiction suitable for Level 3 study.

Fear - fiction and films

Forbidden love - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Forgiveness - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Freedom - fiction and biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies on the themes of freedom, civil and human rights.

Greed - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Growing up - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Hidden personality - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies on people living double lives (e.g. hiding domestic violence, men living as women and vice versa, hiding an illness, using a new identity, etc.)

Homosexuality - fiction for young people on this subject (links to Pulse at the Christchurch City Libraries website)

Human trafficking - fiction and some non-fiction suitable for theme study on trafficking or the slave trade.

Ideal man - books suitable for a senior student theme study on the portrayal of the ideal man in literature.

Identity - fiction suitable for good Year 10 readers (although some titles may also be useful for senior students' theme studies)

Ignorable love - meaning someone who has found love, then left or lost it, then found it again. Suitable for Level 2 or 3. 

Impact or influence of religion on one's life - fiction and film suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Importance of Storytelling - fiction, film, poetry, short story suitable for Level 3 theme study.

Imprisonment - (Including wrongly imprisoned) fiction, non-fiction and film suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Innocence - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study. 

Injustice: taking a stand against - fiction and biographies suitable for Level 2. Also includes a few titles dealing with Justice.

Insanity and deception - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies, with themes similar to those in One flew over the cuckoo's nest (insanity, deception, being institutionalised)

Intimacy and closeness - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study.

Jealousy - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Loss - mainly fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Love and romance - from a male perspective 

Man's inhumanity to man - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies

Media and celebrities - fiction and some non-fiction that deals with advertising, marketing, tv and film persuasion and the shallow lives of celebrities.

Mental Health Issues - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study.

Mental Illness / Paranoia - fiction and some non-fiction and films suitable to senior student's theme studies.

Modern Gothic - includes fiction and some short stories suitable for senior theme studies.

Money - includes fiction suitable for senior theme studies

Mothers and daughters - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Nuclear war - fiction suitable for senior students' studies on nuclear war and survival.

Outsider in society - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study.

Paedophiles - mainly senior fiction.

Pandemics, Viruses and Plagues - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study.

Persecution - fiction with a central Jewish character. 

Personal responsibility - fiction, non-fiction and movies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Power and control - fiction and some movies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Psychiatric Illness - 

Racism - fiction and some biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Rags to riches - fiction, non-fiction and movies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Reflecting on own mortality - fiction and some biographies suitable for Year 13 theme studies.

Regret - fiction suitable for theme studies.

Religious intolerance and/or oppression of homosexuality - suitable for Year 13.

Revenge - fiction, drama and film suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Role of women - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Sexuality - of all types especially senior students' theme studies

Substance abuse - fiction and some biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Suppression of Women - New Zealand prose on this subject.

Teen pregnancy - fiction for Year 12 and 13 theme studies. Titles should be evaluated for suitability.

Teenage rebel - fiction and biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Time and its inescapable nature - books suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Tolerance - fiction suitable for senior student's theme study.

Unrequited love - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Violence - mainly fiction suitable for senior theme studies.

War - fiction suitable for senior students' theme studies.

Women restricted by culture - fiction and biographies suitable for senior students' theme studies.
